Important Information about the changed ‘Else If’ syntax for Existing DataFlex Reports Users 

With the introduction of the new ‘Else If’ statement in DataFlex Reports version 8.0, existing functions can potentially cause 

errors. If you have existing reports with an ‘If’ statement followed by an ‘else’ on the same line you must change the syntax to 

avoid errors. For example: 

 

This syntax works in older versions and v8.x 

if ({Customer.Status} = "N") then 

return "NO" 

else  

 if ({Customer.Status} = "Y") then 

  return "YES" 

 end 

end 

 

This syntax worked in older versions, but no longer works in v8.x (note the second ‘end’)

Important Information for Existing DataFlex Reports Users 

1. DataFlex Reports 2023 - 8.2 is developed with DataFlex 20.1. If you do not have a version of DataFlex 20.1 running on 

your PC, the setup will automatically install one for you. 

2. DataFlex Reports 2023 - 8.2 can run side-by-side with previous version of DataFlex Reports. 

3. Before installing this version you must first un-install any previous pre-release versions of DataFlex Reports 2023 you 

may have installed.

Registration  

DataFlex Reports 2023 will run as a 60-day trial version. If you start DataFlex Reports you will be asked to register your version. 

To register, you need to purchase a license. Registering will lift the trial period. After registering your license you have a 60 day 

period to activate your license. Make sure you have an internet connection, and simply confirm the activation.

DataFlex Reports 2023 Changes 

8.2 

- Added a text justification option to field properties. 

- Added option ‘All variables in functions must be declared’ to report options. Note this option is not set for existing 

reports but is set by default for new reports. This option generates an error when a variable (either global or local) is 

used without being declared in the function where it is used.  

- Improved creating DSN-less connection for DB2 database. 

- Date formatting does not read previous settings correctly. 

- Monitor on left of main monitor flickers when hovering. 

- GPF when using a sub-report with a page layer. 

- Report footer could be printed through the details section. 

- Report based on a SQL statement with varchar(max) and datetime colums do not show data. 

- ‘Graphic data and graphic functions are not supported’ error when using DB2 with OEM data. 

- An empty report outputs an empty page when printing to printer or exporting even when option ‘Suppress Printing if 

no Records’ is set. 

- Object could be selected twice when an already selected object was selected using the lasso. 

- Possible incorrect value of a global variable in a PageFooter section when option ‘Print at bottom of page’ was used. 

- Bigint column in database was reported as ‘Integer’ type instead of ‘Double integer’. 

- Using arithmetic operators in a Filter Function could return incorrect results. 

- ‘Required message argument missing’ error in ‘Change Datasource’ wizard. 

 

DataFlex Reports 2022 Changes 

8.1 

- Added support for multiple databases on MS-SQL, note this is limited to a single server instance.  

- Added option to specify the DSN name when creating a DSN-less connection. 

- Added ability to change a database/schema for a table on an ODBC connection (via ‘Set datasource location’). 

- Removed requirement for matching types and lengths for links (although using different types and lengths is NOT 

recommended). 

 

DataFlex Reports 2021 Changes 

8.01 

- Added ‘Create JSON file on save’ option to automatically create a DataFlex Reports definition file (JSON) when saving 

a report 

8.0 

- 64-bit and Unicode support 

- Added a Grouptree to easily navigate through the groups in a report 

- Extended functions like Array, Else If, Unicode, etc. 

- Auto-scroll support in the Database Expert 

- Added ‘Cancel report on error’ option, available from the Report Options in the Report menu. This option cancels the 

report output when an error occurs 

- Added a ‘Keep group together’ option, available from the group properties dialog 

- Ability to specify the unit of measurement (inch or centimetre)
